The energy wavelength 
produced by the Intek heaters is about 3.4 
microns and varies with the surface 
temperature of the heater.  This particular 
portion of the electromagnetic spectrum is 
especially well suited for many different 
applications and operates in a range in 
which the IR energy is most efficiently 
absorbed by many different materials.
